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RUTHõS STORY

Ruth came in to the Rescue in May 2016.  We 
received a call from a concerned citizen who had found 

Ruth and taken her in but had no success in getting her well.  When 
we first saw Ruth we knew she needed help.  She was very malnourished, so 

much so she had lost most of her hair.  She also had some open wounds on her 
neck.  At her initial vet appointment we found that the poor girl was pregnant 
again.  Her body showed evidence that this was not her first pregnancy. 

Ruth was brought in to foster care where she flourished.  She gained weight, her 
hair grew back, and her wounds healed. We treated her flea problem and 
identified some other problems that would be treated after she delivered her 
babies. 

On July 17, 2016 Ruth gave birth to 6 kittens.  She was a wonderful and caring 
mother.  Shortly after the birth of her kittens Ruth became a surrogate mama to a little 
Siamese kitten named Stella who came in as an emergency to the Rescue with her 
siblings as her own mother was not caring for her.  We lost Stellaôs siblings as they were 
premature and too much time had gone by since birth to when they started getting cared 
for.  Stella was starting to show the same signs as her siblings did and we had a 
decision to make.  Usually we donôt mix litters on vet advice because of the worries of 
cross infecting but we took the chance because we didnôt want this baby to die too.  
Ruth was amazing, accepted this baby as her own immediately.  Stella turned the corner 
with Ruthôs care and thrived.  Sadly 2 of Ruthôs babies passed away. 

As time went by and the babies grew and started to walk.  At this time we started to 
realize that there was something wrong with the coordination and balance of two of 
Ruthôs babies.  It soon became evident that the two boys were suffering from a condition 
call Cerebellar Hypoplasia (CH).  Something during Ruthôs pregnancy caused part of 
their brain to not develop correctly.  One boy was affected but could still walk although 
quite wobbly but the other boy is severely affected by CH, so much so that he canôt walk 
at all.  Itôs amazing to see this kitten Ricky still do what he wants to do even without the 
ability to walk.  Itôs inspirational!  He can even get in to a little box which we are thrilled 
about. 

The kittens have all been adopted out to loving homes except for Ricky.  He has gone 
to a wonderful foster home where they already have a cat like him and they are quite 
experienced with his disability.  He is having a wonderful life in this home. The 
members of this Rescue never fail to amaze me.  They step up whenever we need 
them. 

Ruth was spayed after a period of time that allowed her milk to dry up and weôre happy 
to say that this girl has now up for adoption at our partner Global Pet Foods in Milton.  
She is such a sweet and loving cat.  A family is going to be very lucky to have her.
